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The fascination with high-end travel to the
earth’s poles continues. Last vear, it was
cruises through the Northwest Passage; in
2009, it's five-star resorts along the Arctic
Circle. The most remote may be Fiallnas, a
19th-century resort in the icy Swedish
hinterlands that is reopening as a lnaury
resort. Once a retreat for Swedish royalty, the
1,700-acre complex will include 40 tundra-
chic suites that showcase the surrounding
glacial lakes, jagged mountains and wildflower
fields. Rates start at 325 euros, $458, at
$1.44 to the euro, including mountain guides.
